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U.S. Connecticut Delays the Ban on Children’s Jewelry Containing
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Cadmium

In 2010, the state of Connecticut enacted the law on prohibiting the cadmium in children’s jewelry
(Public Act 10-113), which was supposed to be effective on July 1, 2014.

But the effective date of the law changed from 2014 to 2016 by the Public Act 14-140(HB5305) which
was recently passed by the congress. This act also establishes a 16-member task force to study the
threshold at which cadmium is safe in children’s jewelry. The task force must report its findings and
recommendations to the Children’s, General Law, and Public Health committees by January 15, 2015.
